Hong Kong Baptist University Century Club is an alumni organization of HKBU. Established in 1976, it strives to support the on-going development of the University.

The Century Club Environmental Journalism Student Exchange Scholarship forms part of the project “Environmental Journalism: HKBU, Hong Kong and the International Community” run by the Department of Journalism.

The Student Exchange Scholarship is available for application to students who major in Journalism in HKBU, and who go on exchange in the partner universities that are members of the Australia-EU Environmental Journalism Consortium, which has set up the Global Environmental Journalism Initiative (GEJI) (http://www.acij.uts.edu.au/geji/). In 2009-10, these partners are the City University, Danish School of Media and Journalism, and Monash University. 

Selection will be made by a panel formed by the Department of Journalism and the Century Club. Selection criteria are the student’s cumulative GPA, extra-curricular activities, and English proficiency.

Successful applicants will each be awarded HK$20,000. They will enroll in courses and take part in activities on environmental journalism offered by the partner universities during their exchange. On return from their exchange, the awardees undertake to share with their fellow students their learning on environmental journalism. Two awards will be made in 2009-10 for students going on exchange in the following academic year.

The application form needs to be submitted with the application form for exchange to the School Office, School of Communication before the deadline.
