3.     HISTORY OF THE UNIVERSITY
The origins of Liverpool Hope go back to the middle of the last century when the Anglican Diocese of Chester and the Roman Catholic Sisters of Notre Dame established separate teacher education colleges for women in the North West. These colleges were later called S. Katharine’s and Notre Dame. During the 1960s the Archdiocese of Liverpool established a second Roman Catholic teacher education college in Liverpool, Christ’s College, on the site adjacent to S. Katharine’s. Notre Dame and Christ’s College increasingly worked together during the late 1970s and in 1980 Notre Dame merged with Christ’s College. In 1980 the three colleges joined in a federation under the title Liverpool Institute of Higher Education (LIHE).

Expansion followed in both the range of degrees and in student numbers. The status of a fully accredited institution of The University of Liverpool was achieved in 1994. This gave full responsibility to the Institute for the quality and standards of its course provision and provided recognition of its academic standing. In 1995, a single, unified, ecumenical College was established, and a new name - Liverpool Hope - which better reflected our role and mission was adopted. In 1998, the Accreditation Agreement was renewed for five years and extended to cover taught postgraduate awards. After extensive scrutiny by the Quality Assurance Agency in 2001 and 2002, Liverpool Hope University College gained taught degree awarding powers in August 2002.  The application to become a University - submitted in September 2004 - was successful and the Privy Council approved the title Liverpool Hope University in July 2005. 

The next natural stage in the University's development is to apply for Research Degree Awarding Powers and it is intended to do do in the next few years. In the meantime, Liverpool Hope University will continue to build its profile as a teaching-led, research informed, Mission focused University.  Attractive campuses set within the city of Liverpool offer an experience that attracts students of all faiths and beliefs from over 60 countries worldwide. All experience the same warm welcome and academic vigour to study as UK students. Hope is an ideal place to spend a semester or academic year abroad

Liverpool Hope currently has over 7,000 students taking courses covering a wide spectrum of subjects. Courses range from those specifically meeting the needs of the local community, through Honours degrees and into taught Masters and Research degrees.

The Environment of Liverpool Hope

The main campus of Hope Park is one mile from the beginning of the M62, three miles from Liverpool city centre, approximately four miles from Liverpool John Lennon Airport and occupies 40 acres of landscaped grounds. The university has a further residential campus two miles away at Aigburth another at Everton and has its own residential Outdoor Study Centre at Plas Caerdeon in North Wales.

In order to select courses you must complete the relevant application form.  European Students are asked to complete the ECTS Learning Agreement.  North American, Asian and South African students should complete the Overseas Exchange Programme Application Form for Non-EU students with their choices. These forms should be returned to the International Office

Credit Value

ECTS Credits
ECTS credits are a numerical value allocated to course units to describe the student workload required to complete them.  They reflect the quantity of work each course requires in relation to the total quantity of work required to complete a full year of academic study.  In ECTS 60 credits represent the workload for a full academic year of study.  Correspondingly 30 credits are normally given for a semester.

At Liverpool Hope a British student completing a full year of academic study will gain 120 Liverpool Hope credits.  The ECTS equivalent of any Liverpool Hope module can normally be calculated by dividing by 2 (1 ECTS credit = 2 Liverpool Hope credits).

US Credits 

Please note that Liverpool Hope credits are not expressed in terms of teaching hours as they are in the US, and 1 Liverpool Hope credit will equate to 10 learning hours. Learning hours refer to self-study as well as to actual teaching hours. Typically a Liverpool Hope 15 credit module will be the equivalent of 3 US credits. A transcript showing details of courses studied and credits gained will be sent to your home university on your return. 

If you are unable to stay for the examination period, it is essential that you negotiate an alternative assessment with the course tutor in the first week of the course and enter this information on your Course Registration Form.  Please inform the International Office of any amendments made to this form during your stay as this will affect your final grades.

FULL AND FINAL CONFIRMATION OF THE MODULES YOU SELECT CAN ONLY BE GIVEN ONCE YOU ARRIVE AT LIVERPOOL HOPE.

ALL MODULES ARE AVAILABLE SUBJECT TO STAFFING AND THE SUBJECT AREAS RESERVE THE RIGHT TO REPLACE ADVERTISED MODULES WITH ALTERNATIVES IF NECESSARY.

IN ALL CASES, ACCEPTANCE OF A STUDENT ON A MODULE IS CONDITIONAL UPON AVAILABILITY AND THE AGREEMENT OF THE SUBJECT AREA CONCERNED.

7.     REGISTRATION
There will be an Orientation meeting on Thursday 20th September at 10.00 a.m. which you must attend.  An Induction programme will be given to you on arrival.  
8.     PERSONAL TUTOR
Every student will be allocated a Personal Tutor who can give individual academic and pastoral support.

9.     IMMIGRATION AND VISAS
If you are a national of one of the countries in the European Economic Area (European Union countries plus Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway), and have been accepted on a course, you will be admitted freely to the UK when you show your passport, without the need for a visa and without receiving any stamp in your passport.  You have the right of residence in the UK for the duration of your course.

North American, Asian and South African Students

The International Office at your home university will advise you of current British Immigration requirements for academic exchange students.

TRAVEL TO LIVERPOOL
Travel to Liverpool is relatively straightforward. If you are flying to Manchester Airport, which is probably the most convenient point of entry, you will find that there is a good National Express Coach service direct from the Airport to Liverpool city centre (timetable enclosed). Tickets are available at the Tourist Information Desk in the Arrivals Lounge. The fare is approximately £5.90 for a single journey and £10.50 for a return journey.   There is also a train direct to Liverpool city centre (Lime Street Station) from Manchester Airport.  Currently, trains from Manchester Airport to Liverpool leave at about 15 minutes past the hour, every hour, between 4:35 a.m. and 22:48 midnight in week day and Saturday, and cost around £9.90 for a single. The journey takes about 1 hour 30 minutes by train or bus.  For Sunday arrivals please check timetables.

On arriving in Liverpool city centre it is advisable to take a taxi (at a cost of approximately £8.50), or you can take a 78, 75, 61 or 86C bus to the campus. The bus will take about 30 minutes

Many low cost airlines fly into Liverpool John Lennon Airport which is approximately three miles away from the University.  It is advisable to take a taxi from the airport at a cost of around £7.00
If you arrive at London Heathrow or Gatwick, you can take an “air shuttle” flight to Manchester, at a reasonable price. 

There are bus and train connections from the London airports to Liverpool, but you will normally have to change in London.  If you take the train, you will need to take the underground train from Heathrow (50 minutes) or the train from Gatwick (30 minutes).  In London you must change and take the underground to Euston Station, where you can get a train direct to Liverpool.  These leave hourly throughout the day and take about 2 hours 45 minutes to reach Liverpool (Lime Street Station).  The fare varies according to the time of day and the day of the week.  The average fare depending on day of week and time is about £50.00 return off peak. 

National Express run frequent buses to Liverpool from London Victoria bus station.  The journey costs approximately £30.50 return and £22.50 single and takes about 5 hours.
If you wish to stay overnight in London, it is recommended that you reserve accommodation before you leave home.  You can do this by visiting www.visitlondon.com or International Students’ House, 229 Great Portland Street, London W1.  Telephone number:  +44 (0)207 631 8300 or www.lsh.org.uk
If you arrive in London without accommodation, you should go to the Tourist Board Office at Victoria Station, or at the airport.

11.     ARRIVAL AT LIVERPOOL HOPE

Students staying on Hope Park Campus and arriving Monday to Friday between 9.00. and 5.00 should go to the Gateway to Hope building where you will be given your room key and orientation pack.  If you arrive after 5.00 or at the weekend, please go to the Security Lodge on Taggart Avenue, where you will be given your room key and shown to your room.  Please report to the Gateway to Hope building the next day.
Students staying on Aigburth Campus should go straight to main reception at Aigburth Park, St Michaels Road, Aigburth Liverpool L17 7JQ which is open 24 hours a day where you will be able to pick up your room key and orientation pack.  Transport will be arranged to bring you to Hope Park for the Orientation Meeting on Thursday morning 20th September.
If you have not booked campus accommodation please go the Gateway to Hope Building where you will be given your orientation pack.
If you arrive in Liverpool before the start of your course you maybe able to book into your accommodation early (for which there will be an extra charge).  Please contact the International Office for availability or see page 18 for details of bed and breakfast accommodation. 
Please let the International Office know when you expect to arrive.

ACCOMMODATION

As an international student, you may choose to live in one of our University Halls of Residence.  Living in Halls gives you the security of being with other Liverpool Hope students in a safe environment.   We have rooms both on the main campus, Hope Park and at an accommodation campus called Aigburth Park, which is about three miles from the University.

Hope Park is the most popular place to stay as it is near the Library, Hope Sports and the lecture theatres, but as a result, it gets booked up quickly and we cannot guarantee you a room at this location.  If Hope Park is full, we will offer you a room at Aigburth Park, which has 470 rooms, all occupied by Liverpool Hope students.  The rooms are situated in gardens with a number of additional facilities, such as a computer room, a laundrette and a common room.  We have five members of staff living on the campus to offer you support outside teaching hours plus there is 24 hour security on site.  We have free shuttle buses in the morning and evening to and from Hope Park and public transport is also easy to use, so you will have no problems commuting.

All our residential rooms have a bed, desk, wardrobe, and access to cooking facilities, plus a telephone and free internet access.  Self catering rooms have a fully equipped kitchen and dining area and our en-suite rooms have a private shower room and toilet.  In addition to this all our room charges include heating and hot water, so you do not have to worry about budgeting separately for these bills.

It is very important that you book a room before you arrive, as we may not be able to assist you if you turn up unexpectedly.  Room bookings must be made for the full length of your stay - we do not have temporary accommodation.

When a room has been booked we will tell you how much the price is for the full booking period – known as the contract.  We will ask you to pay a deposit of £150 to secure the booking, which will be returned when you leave, less any charges for damage, if not already paid.  If you leave before the contract has ended, you will still have to pay the full contract price and you will lose your deposit.

Hope Park
Hope Park is the main campus and is situated in a quiet residential area of south Liverpool.  The city centre is about four miles away and there are good bus links to all areas of Liverpool.  There are two rail stations within easy reach and the John Lennon Airport is only three miles away.

· Standard rooms with shared facilities:  St Etheldreda, St Elphin, St Margaret, St Agnes, Angela and Austin Halls.  

· Superior self catering rooms (with en-suite): Wesley, Newman and Teresa Halls   available only to students who are staying for the full academic year.
Aigburth Park
Aigburth is a residential area approximately three miles from the city centre and Hope Park.  The halls are set in private landscaped gardens and there are lots of shops, banks, bars, restaurants plus a library and a Church close by.  There are regular buses into the City Centre and to Hope Park.

Meals
Please note that the accommodation provided by Liverpool Hope University does not include meals.  You can add on a catering package in some halls, payable with the Residence Charge, or you can purchase meals for one term at a time directly from the Catering Department – more information available from the on-line brochure or when you book your room.

Special diets – Vegetarian and Halal food is offered at every meal and vegan dishes are available to order.  Packed meals are available to order 24 hours in advance.

Alternatively you can buy meals from one of the catering outlets at Hope Park or buy food locally and cook your own meals. There are a number of cafes, pubs and restaurants within walking distance of all our accommodation where meals can be purchased at very reasonable prices.

FURTHER INFORMATION
Liverpool Hope has a strict no-smoking policy in all areas.

Bed linen is not provided by the University, however, a bedding pack can be purchased from the Accommodation Office for £25.00, consisting of a duvet and duvet cover, pillow and pillowcase and a sheet.

Students are expected to do their own laundry, including their bed linen – coin operated washing and drying machines are available on campus provided in the halls of residence, and are reasonably priced.  

Students must bring their own towels and anything they need for the kitchen, such as crockery, cutlery and cooking utensils.  These items can be purchased at local shops after arrival.

Electricity Supply
The UK electrical system is based on three pin 13 amp plugs which means you may need to bring an electrical adapter with you.  Each study bedroom is fitted with a 220v - 240v electrical supply.  Students must only use electrical appliances which require a power supply of 400 watts or less with a maximum aggregate total of 1000 watts.

The Sheppard-Worlock library is the name given to Liverpool Hope’s Learning Resource Centre, housing books, journals, IT materials and media services.

It occupies nearly 4,000 square metres and offers:

SHOPS ON CAMPUS

There is a bookshop which operates at the beginning of the semester which is located in the Sheppard-Worlock library.  Books can also be ordered.

The Students’ Union has a mini supermarket which stocks newspapers, magazines, stationery, cards, telephone cards, snacks, milk, bread and confectionery.

There is also a unisex barber’s shop and computer repair and discount sales shop.

18.
BANKING FACILITIES

There are several banks with branches convenient to Liverpool Hope University.  Once you have transferred your money and opened your account at a bank here, there are normally no bank charges for student accounts, provided you comply with the banks’ regulations.  The bank will normally offer you a “current account” which means you will have a cheque book and cash card (to withdraw money from banks and bank cash machines).  A “cheque guarantee card ” is not normally issued to overseas students so you will need to use cash or a credit card when you want to buy goods and services in shops etc.

It is advisable to bring with you a reference from your home bank if you wish to open a bank account in the UK.  You will also need a letter stating that you are a student here and showing your local address.  This letter can be obtained from the Help Desk in the Markland Common Room.
The National Westminster Bank has a branch on the campus, which is open Monday, Tuesday and Friday between 12.00 pm and 2.30 pm in the Frances Mary Lescher Building and there is a cash machine available on the ground floor of the Students Union building.  The address for correspondence is:

SOCIETIES/STUDENT UNION

The Students’ Union building consists of a set of offices, where the Sabbatical Officers can be found (these are full-time ex-students who are at your disposal) and include the SU Finance and Administration department, The Recreation Officer and the General Manager. 21.    LIVERPOOL

Tourism

Liverpool is a great city for students - there is something to please everyone!  If you are interested in culture, we have theatres, art galleries, museums and concert halls.  If you like sport, we have two major football teams for you to watch.  If you are more interested in nightlife, there are dozens of clubs and pubs many with live music, where students are welcome. 

Go a short distance from the city and you will find beautiful countryside with opportunities for walking and climbing, sailing and windsurfing.  An hour’s drive takes you to the mountains of North Wales, two hours to the north you reach the beautiful scenery of the Lake District.  We have historical houses for you to visit and the ancient Roman town of Chester with its medieval walls and Roman museum is excellent for a day’s sightseeing or shopping.  Many of the attractions have reduced entrance prices for students (show your NUS card), and most museums and galleries are free.

Information about tourist attractions in and around Liverpool can be obtained from the Merseyside Welcome Centre, Clayton Square  (in the shopping centre) or from the Tourist Office in the Albert Dock.  There is also comprehensive information about Liverpool and Merseyside on the internet  http://www.visitliverpool.com

Shopping
Like most city centres, Liverpool has all the major stores.  It also has an indoor market and plenty of inexpensive shops selling ethnic and second hand clothes - try Bold Street on a Saturday and you will soon find them.  There are also music and book shops catering for all tastes.  Bold Street is also good for exotic food, fruit and vegetables.

VAT (value added tax) is currently 17.5% and is payable on most goods and services.  It is normally included in the price of things you buy in shops.  Overseas visitors may be entitled to a  refund of VAT if they are taking goods out of the country at the end of their stay.  (Ask about this in the shop where you buy the goods).

Travel Around Liverpool
Public Transport
Buses

You can get information about public transport on Merseyside from Merseytravel which is located in Williamson Square.  It has timetables for trains, ferries and buses and you can buy tickets for all these services.  There are special tickets called  Solo and Trio which can be purchased for a week or month and which offer cheap off-peak travel. There are also student reductions available on single bus tickets (show your NUS card). The telephone enquiry line is 0151 236 7676 website www.merseytravel.gov.uk 

Trains
Lime Street is the main station where you can catch trains to national and local destinations.  There are many special cheap ticket prices on Intercity lines especially if you buy a week in advance (APEX) and students can buy a Young Persons’ Railcard which gives a 30% discount on many fares.  You will need two passport size photos and proof of your age for this.  There is an information office in the station.  For national train information call 08457 484950 or www.firstnorthwestern.co.uk.

Taxis

You can take a taxi from taxi ranks in the city centre or by hailing black cabs in the street.  All licensed taxis will have a meter which should be visible to you.  If you are unsure, ask the taxi driver to estimate the fare. Taxi fares increase at night.
For Liverpool Hope you should ask to be taken to ‘Taggart Avenue’.

22.
TELEPHONING      (
Public pay phones are located in telephone boxes in the street and stations and can also be found in many public buildings.  For coin phones the minimum charge is 10p.  They also take 20p, 50p and £1 coins.  However it is more convenient, especially for international calls, to use a card phone.  Phonecards can be bought in many shops including the student union shop on campus, post offices and newsagents and are available to the value of £1, £2, £5 and £10. 

Emergency services such as Police, Fire and Ambulance, can be called free from any phone by dialling 999.

For calls within Britain, you must dial the area code if you are outside the area.  For example, to call Liverpool Hope University from Manchester Airport, you must first dial the Liverpool area code 0151  then the local number 291 3000.

For international calls, you must first dial the international prefix 00 or 001 for USA, then the country code, then the area code (omitting any initial 0 or 9) and then the local telephone number. You can find a list of country codes displayed in phone boxes or you can call the International Operator

Information on making calls and on charges can also be found in the front of any telephone directory.

23.
COST OF LIVING

In the UK the cost of living matches most other places in the European Union. Some things are cheaper than in other places, particularly clothes, food and drinks, whereas others are likely to be more expensive, especially tourist accommodation, eating out and travel (by rail).  Currency should be changed in pounds (£) at a bank, rather than a travel agency or street/station kiosk. The exchange rates charged by banks are usually better and their charges are lower.

24.
CLOTHES
British weather is famous for its unpredictability and is a favourite topic of conversation.  However, the good thing about it is the temperature rarely rises above 25ºC or falls below 0ºC, so you won’t die of frostbite or heat stroke!  It only snows for a couple of weeks a year, and the winters are generally cool and damp.  Remember to bring warm socks, tights and underwear, warm trousers and lots of jumpers, a hat, scarf and gloves and a water-proof coat or jacket.  An umbrella is also useful, but you will probably lose it immediately.  If you don’t already  possess any of these things, don’t worry - you can buy them here quite cheaply in the markets (keep your receipts for an exchange!) and in second-hand shops (as do most British students).  

Dress around the campus is informal - most students wear jeans and trainers.  You will need some smarter clothes if you visit clubs in town which have a “dress code” - smart trousers, shirt and shoes or a dress if you are a girl.  Don’t worry - clothes are quite cheap to buy and you will soon discover what is the current fashion among students here.

25.
MEDICAL PROVISION

There is a campus surgery on the ground floor of Keswick 4, Hope Park North which holds daily Clinics with both the Nurse and Doctor.  You will need to register with the Doctor on arrival. 

There is also a Well Person Clinic, Counselling and Welfare service and the facility to see the Doctors off campus.

Further details will be given to you on arrival.
26.
INSURANCE
You will need to take out an insurance policy to cover your travel and possessions while you are in Britain.  If your course is for less than six months and your country does not have a reciprocal health policy with the UK, you will also need to take out medical insurance for the duration of your stay here.  Dental and eye treatment are not normally free in Britain.

You may wish to take out insurance in your own country or you can obtain insurance on arrival from Endsleigh Insurance Services Ltd., 11 Oxford Street, Liverpool, L7  7AB.  Telephone number: (0151) 708 7117 www.endsleigh.co.uk  They offer special student schemes which are often less expensive.
