1. NT$ 2,200 for single entry; NT$4,400 for multiple entry. 

2. The Visa application fees are NT$4,454 for US citizens. 

3. An additional handling charge of NT＄800 shall apply to applications made in Taiwan, ROC by visitor visa holders applying for change or replacement of visitor visa or resident visa. 
For foreign nationals from the countries with which Taiwan, ROC has entered into reciprocal agreements, the Resident Visa is issued gratis.
