	Students entering Australia are required to get Overseas Student Health Cover OSHC) and this is coordinated by the Education Abroad Office. The cost of such cover is AUD$175 for 1 semester or AUD$349 for 2 semesters.

	Monthly costs
	(1) Housing: AUD$550 - AUD$900

(2) Meals: AUD$250

(3) Transportation: AUD$50

(4) Textbook/course materials: A once off cost at the commencement of the semester. Students should allow at least AUD$250
