Information for Installation of F-Secure 5.43
Applicable for Windows XP/2000/NT4.0/Me/98/95 users
A) Downloading the F-Secure Anti-Virus Software from ITSC Software Download Centre:
1) Invoke your web browser and locate the following URL: 

http://www.hkbu.edu.hk/~itsc/download
2) In the ITSC Software Download Centre, under the heading F-Secure Anti-Virus, click the Install Program link.
3) When the "Save As" screen is given, select a directory in your PC such as C:\ for storing the installation program. Click the Save button to start the downloading process.
B) Installing F-Secure Anti-Virus Program 5.43 in your Windows.

1) Click the Start button on the Windows Desktop and select the Run option.

2) When the "Run" screen appears, click the Browse button to locate the directory that stored the installation software. After locating the file fsavwks543.exe, click the Open button and then press the OK button to start the installation process.

3) In the Choose Setup Language screen, choose English(United States) option then press OK button to proceed.
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4) In the next screen, you are advised to exit all Windows programs before running this Setup program. Press Next button to proceed.
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5) In the next screen, you are told to read and accept the License Agreement. Check the box labeled:  I accept the agreement then press Next button to proceed.
6) When the key code is being asked, enter EQ2U TKE9 N76U 08DF 5V46. This key code is exclusively for BU community. Press Next button to proceed.
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7) In the F-Secure Anti-Virus 5.43 Setup screen, check the boxes for the F-Secure Anti-Virus 5.43 and F-Secure BackWeb 6.31 components. (The former one is the anti-virus main engine whereas the latter is a program which search for most updated virus definitions and download them automatically.) Press Next button to proceed.
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8) In the next screen for asking the destination folder of the F-Secure Anti-Virus program to be resided, use the default folder: C:\Program Files\F-Secure as recommended.
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9) In the "F-Secure Management Agent" screen, select the Stand-alone installation option and press Next button to proceed.
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10) A list of all components to be installed will be shown. Press the Next button to continue the installation process.
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11) A message will be given when the installation process is completed. Press "Finish" button to exit the setup task..

12) A pop-up window will appear to alert user to update the latest virus definition, press the "Update Now" button for getting the virus definition.
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13) During the updating process, you can observe the progress status at the Current Status field.
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14) After the update process is completed, press the OK button to exit. 
15) Restart the computer to activate the anti-virus program.
C) Virus Scanning
1) Click the Start button on the Windows Desktop and open the Programs menu. In the program list, choose the F-Secure Anti-Virus option. Alternatively, right-click the F-Secure Anti-Virus icon on the taskbar (which is found on the bottom right corner of the desktop) and select one of the options.

2) The options for scanning viruses are: (Scan all local hard disks; (Scan diskette or (Scan Folder. For choosing the Scan all local hard disks and Scan diskette options, no other parameters are required. However, if you choose the Scan Folder option, you need to specify the drive and folder that you want for scanning.
3) The F-Secure Anti-Virus will start to scan according to your selection.
4) If viruses are found, follow the instructions given on the screen and let F-Secure Anti-Virus remove the viruses. In case the F-Secure Anti-Virus cannot disinfect the viruses, upon your confirmation, it will either rename the file or delete it.
