Working Paper Series

Launched in April 2002, the Working Paper Series is an endeavour to foster dialogue
among institutions and scholars in the field of East-West studies. It seeks to provide
a forum for the speedy and informal exchange of ideas as scholars and academic
institutions attempt to grapple with issues of an inter-cultural and global nature.
The first paper, by Prof Chan Kwok Bun, Head of Sociology and Director of LEWT,
explores the possible outcomes of culture contact. The second paper, by Dr Mary
Ann Gillies of Simon Fraser University, deliberates on the influence of Chinese
art and philosophy on T. S. Eliot* work. The third paper, by Prof Tang Yijie of
Peking University, examines cultural interaction and bi-directional option by taking
the examples of introduction of Indian Buddhism and of Western Philosophy into
China. The fourth paper, by Prof Werner Meissner of HKBU, discusses China's
response to the September 11th event and its changing position in international
relations. The fifth paper, by Dr Janet Lee Scott of HKBU, studies the training
of young workers in the paper funeral offerings industry in Hong Kong. Two more
papers are being reviewed by the editorial committee and will be published in the
near future.

Conference

- An International
. Conference on "The
Digital Divide:
Technology and Politics
in the Information Age"
was held on 22-23 August
2002 at Hong Kong
Baptist University. It was
co-organised by IIBD,
LEWT and the Institute
for Social Research (ISR)
of Swinburne University
of Technology, Australia. Researchers from Australia, Southeast Asia, North America
and Europe met to discuss a number of stimulating questions, such as what is at
stake in the debate over the digital divide, what are the significant international
differences in access to information, and what consequences will the Internet have
for political traditions, both in the West and in the East?

Apart from the international perspective, a public forum on "Gender, Class and
Generation: the Hong Kong Context" was also held to provide an opportunity
for academics and practitioners to exchange views on the local situation.

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Professor Sir Alan Wilson, Vice-Chancellor of the University of
Leeds, received his knighthood from the Queen at a ceremony at
Buckingham Palace on 27 November 2001. The award, announced
in the Queen's birthday honours list in June, is for services to higher
education. Sir Alan has been Vice-Chancellor of Leeds for ten years,
during which period the University went through unprecedented
growth, transformation and regeneration for Britain's most popular
university. Student numbers have increased from some 12,000 to
around 28,000; its turnover has increased from £100m to £270m and its research
income has increased by 400 percent, to around £64m. Professor Wilson was formerly
a professor of urban and regional geography, and served three terms as chair of the
School of Geography since 1970. He became pro-vice-chancellor in 1989 and Vice-
Chancellor in 1991. Under his leadership, the School of Geography achieved the
highest possible research ratings. His pioneering work on geographic modelling led
to the formation of GMAP Ltd in 1990, which is, to date, the University's most
successful 'technology transfer' company.

Ateneo de Manila University

Bayanihan Computing. NET, an Internet service initiative of Ateneo
de Manila University, has won the Best Academic Solution of the
Microsoft ".NET Best" Awards in August 2002. Bayanihan is an
old tradition in the Philippines where neighbours assist a relocating
family by gathering under their house and carrying it to the new
location. Today, Bayanihan means to accomplish seemingly impossible
task through the co-opeartion of a community working towards a
common goal. Ateneo de Manila University has been working with
the Bayanihan Computing Group to develop a generic software
framework, Bayanihan Computing.NET, which makes use of the new technology
of XML web services. The Microsoft .NET Best Awards were judged by an expert
panel including executives from Internosis, Cactus Internet Inc., Polaris Group and
Trinity Expert Systems PLC. Judging criteria include quantified business value to
Internet service users, developer productivity or time to market, best use of XML
web service technologies in each category and compliance with web service standards.

Tsinghua University

Tsinghua University has been granted 14 of the 2002 National Social
Science Funding Projects, becoming one of the nation's top ten
schools to undertake the prestigious work. Three of the major projects
were "The Translation and Annotation of the Collected Works of
Plato" by the School of Humanities and Social Science; "WTO
Guarantee Measures Agreement and Related State Legislative Research”
by the School of Law; and "Research on the Influence of the 2008
Olympic Games on Chinese Society and Economy" by the Teaching
and Research Division of Physical Culture. Five of the 14 projects awarded to Tsinghua
University will be carried out by the School of Humanities and Social Science; two
by the School of Economics and Management; two by the School of Public Policy
and Management; two by the School of Law; one by the Teaching and Research
Division of Physical Culture; one by the Library; and one by the Department of
Environmental Science and Engineering. Tsinghua's rapid development in the past
few years is evident in the increase of National Social Science Funding Projects since
1999, with seven projects in year 2000, 11 projects in year 2001, and 14 this year.
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The University has recently undergone reorganisation. In order to develop and
strengthen exchange and education programmes
as well as to promote Korean studies, the "Office
of International Affairs" has changed its name
to "International Centre"and Dr Kyong-tae Jon
was appointed the Dean of the Centre in March 3 7
