The vertical (and/or horizontal) scroll bar will appear when a Web page is “larger” than the current display window.


If you know the exact Internet URL Address of a particular Web page (such as http://www.hkbu.edu.hk/~mkt2330/ is the URL for MKT2330 Homepage), click the OPEN button on the TOOLBAR and type the exact URL in the following dialog box.


Beware of spelling mistakes when typing URLs. Otherwise, you may get an error message such as “404: Object Not Found”.
